Matched participants agree to participate in a minimum of four (4) virtual conferences with their mentor or mentee per academic year (2 per semester), as well as to attend  the webinar orientation session, and the five-part community-building series On Becoming a Native  Psychologist. All participants are expected to attend the annual SIP Retreat/Convention in June  2025.
